SUBJECT:	Resolution approving execution of Amendment No. 3 to the Participation Agreement with the California Mental Health Services Authority Semi-Statewide Enterprise Health Record Program to increase the number of Electronic Health Record users for the term of July 1, 2022 through March 18, 2029, shifting $252,612 from the contingency budget to committed funding, keeping the contract maximum at $2,281,864.27. (RES. 22-365) (RES. 23-098) (RES. 23-235).

RECOMMENDATION: Approve the attached Resolution.

FUNDING: There is no increase to the contract maximum.  Exhibit D contingency budget is being shifted into committed funding.  The remaining $14,829 of contingency funds is being converted to unallocated funds to be used toward purchase of additional components, modules and/or implementations related to the EHR program as needed. There are no county general fund dollars required in the Agreement and no budget amendment is needed.

These services are non-optional and necessary services pursuant to Medi-Cal and the daily functioning and operation of the Behavioral Health Department. Services provided under this agreement will be funded by 2011 and ’91 Realignment, Medi-Cal Federal Financial Participation (FFP), MHSA (Mental Health Services Act) dollars and Behavioral Health CalAim funds made available by the Department of Health Care Services. 

BACKGROUND: On July 12, 2022, per Resolution 22-365, the Nevada County Board of Supervisors approved a Participation Agreement to authorize Nevada County to participate in the California Mental Health Services Authority (CalMHSA) Semi-Statewide Enterprise Health Record Program and was subsequently amended March 14, 2023 per Resolution 23-098, and again per Resolution 23-235 on June 13, 2023. The State mandated that Mental Health Departments have fully functioning Electronic Health Record Systems in place by 2014. The mandate required that departments are to be fully paperless, and that their electronic health systems are interoperable with like systems from other providers. The department selected and is using the Cerner Community Behavioral Health (CCBH) Solutions Software System (formerly known as the Anasazi Behavioral Health Software) which is designed to be an integrated fiscal, administrative, and clinical electronic record-keeping and reporting system.

This amendment increases the number of EHR users by 73 users to reflect actual system utilization over the past fiscal year. This increase is due to the addition of new contracted providers and increases in clinical and administrative staffing who need access to the EHR. There is no increase to the contract maximum.

It is recommended that the Board approve this amendment as it allows the Behavioral Health Department to provide quality services to our clients and more accurately portrays the number of users of the NCBH EHR.
