WHEREAS, November 11" was formally proclaimed as Veterans Day in 1954 through the
signaturedof President Dwight Eisenhower and has remained the official observance date since

County their home; and

WHEREAS, Beale Air Force Base represents over $216 Million in economic impact
opportunity; and

WHEREAS, our veterans and active-duty military are brave and selfless individuals who,
then duty calls, willingly put themselves in harm's way to defend the lives and liberty of others;
