SUBJECT:	Resolution approving a 6-month Real Property Lease Agreement by and between the County of Nevada and Nevada County Housing Development Corporation (NCHDC), a California Nonprofit Organization, pertaining to County-owned property located at 16782 State Highway 49, Nevada City, CA (APN NO 004-140-067-000) ), Designated as the location of the No Place Like Home Ranch House Supportive Housing Site (RES.19-622).

RECOMMENDATION: Approve the attached Resolution.

FUNDING: There is no impact on the General Fund and no budget amended is required.

BACKGROUND: California Assembly Bill No. 1618 (Chapter 43, Statutes of 2016), as amended by AB 1628, (Chapter 322, Statutes of 2016, effective September 13,2016), and the 2018 No Place Like Home Act (AB 1827, Assembly Budget Committee) establishes the No Place Like Home (NPLH) funding program setting forth specific guidelines to implement, interpret and develop NPLH projects to awarded proposals. 

Per Resolution 21-054, the Nevada County Board of Supervisors approved acceptance of $1,412,136 in NPLH funding to be used to fund renovation of an existing County owned single family residence located at 16782 State Highway 49, Nevada County CA, 95959. The project seeks to provides six (6) units of affordable supportive housing for Nevada County residents experiencing or at risk of homelessness who are also receiving services through the Behavioral Health Department (the Ranch House). 

With the project nearing completion, it is respectfully requested that the Board approve this 6-month real property lease with NCHDC.  NCHDC will operate the Ranch House for the Behavioral Health Department, including managing all program agreements and leases with residents at the property.  This lease will allow NCHDC successfully operate this permanent housing program for individuals at risk of homelessness
