The Senior Firewood program will 1) remove hazardous vegetation and standing hazard trees, 2) provide vital fire prevention and emergency preparedness education, 3) use hazard trees as fuel to keep low-income seniors with access and functional needs warm in winter. By removing hazardous vegetation, the total wildfire risk is reduced, greenhouse gases are sequestered, and life, property and the environment is protected.
